Schedule “A”

Doris Hall had previously served the
squadron as supply officer in the training
department and executive officer as well as in
the squadron’s classrooms.

Cdr Hall later served as a district lieutenant
and for many years as the Squadron
Certificates Officer.

Commanders include Linda Bonis in 1984-
1985 and Mary Pritchard in 1995-1996.

A Life Membership is awarded in Canadian
Power and Sail Squadrons once an individual
member has been awarded twenty merit
marks.
